To our Board of Directors—Jim Downey (president) for his leadership, counsel and long-
running service to the residents of NCCA; to Pete Ancona (vice president) for his absolutely indispensable help with the detention basin issues
for which we would have been OVERWHELMED without his help, and to our other Board members—Bruce Collier, Marie Dempsey, and
Carl Ruzicka—for all of the countless hours devoted to NCCA. Also to our treasurer, Bob Donatelli, and our secretary, Joanne Urquhart, for

“keeping us on the straight and narrow” and to Bonnie Dettra for all of her help with the Manor House and rentals.

Assessments to remain at $28 in 2012

At the December meeting, the Board of Directors unani-
mously voted to keep the assessments at $28 per month or
$84 per quarter for the 2012 calendar year. The monthly
breakdown of this as follows: $21 operating assessment, $2
special assessment for capital improvements for the pool area
and tot lot, $3 special assessment for repairs to the detention
basin, $1 special assessment for the storm damage reserve
fund, and $1 special assessment for interior painting and re-
pair of the Manor House.

The Board had hoped to eliminate some of the special assess-
ments; however, costly painting/repairs to the pool and Manor
House loom before us. We are also still facing the Township
mandated detention basin repairs, which could range upward
from $80,000. Some clean-up work has been done but the
most costly portion remains to be done. Our environmental
engineering firm has submitted plans for approval by New-
town Township and the Bucks County Conservation District
and currently we are awaiting approval. At this point, work
cannot be started until summer. Due to the costly nature of
this project, however, it is anticipated that NCCA will also
need to obtain a loan to fully fund the cost of this project.

The Board strives to keep assessments as low as possible, but
extraordinary and costly expenses have plagued us for the
past several years. However, our assessments still continue to
be among the lowest in the Newtown area.

Additional thanks to Lori Strange for the Easter & pool parties, Kelle John-
son & Karen Nordtveit for the Halloween party and to the many other volun-
teers for their donation of time and talents for the betterment of NCCA.

Pool News - - - Thank you to all of the staff and volunteers who
made 2011 a great pool season. Special thanks to Paul Abraham and
Aline Turner for all of their work and dedication to the pool. Much
work has been done to improve the pool area, but there are still nu-
merous repairs to be made. Paul Abraham has been instrumental
with all of these repairs, since he has spent countless hours researching and
soliciting bidding information. Thank you to Paul and Aline and everyone
else who contribute to the successful operation of the pool. Many favorable
comments were received regarding the pool this year!

please contact the police.

residents that in the event of

snow, all vehicles are to be removed from
the street so that snow plow equipment
can properly plow streets. Cars remaining
on the street are subject to ticketing or
towing if not removed. Private snow re-
moval should not be dumped into the
street.
In a typical 6-8” snowfall, the township
strives to have all roads cleared within 24
hours. Roads are plowed in the following
order: main roads first, then secondary
roads, with country roads and cul de sacs
plowed last.
NCCA has no control over snow plowing
of roads, therefore, any concerns should
be addressed to the Township.

Also, residents are responsible for clearing
their sidewalks within 24 hours of snow-
fall and residents are subject to Township
fine if not cleared.

To Early Morning and Evening
Walkers and Joggers

If you are going to walk or run in the street
during early morning or evening hours
PLEASE wear reflective clothing. Several
walkers/joggers have almost been hit by cars
because they cannot be seen by the drivers dur-
ing those times of day. (Inexpensive vests can
by purchased at Lowe’s.)

According to Article VI of the Newtown Crossing Community Association
Townhome Declaration of Covenants,
townhomes must first be submitted in writing to the Architectural Control
Committee for approval. Applications can be obtained by contacting Carl
Ruzicka, 2151 968i 9066, chairman of the Architectural Control, or can be downloaded from

our website.

Approval of work by NCCA does not constitute approval from the Newtown Township. Many
areas of improvement require Newtown Township approval. Residents are responsible for
obtaining the necessary zoning approval and permits from the Township.

Your cooperation in obtaining NCCA approval prior to starting work is greatly appreciated.
Please note that merely applying for an improvement does not constitute approval. Formal
written notification of approval should be received prior to the start of the work, and the By-
Laws state that the Board has 60 days in which to approve or disapprove changes.

Owners of single homes are not required to obtain NCCA approval but are required to ob-
tain necessary Newtown Township permits and approval.

NCCA Sidewalks, Gutters & Maintenance

Please be reminded that the homeowner is solely
responsible for the maintenance of the sidewalks
that border their property. The Community Asso-
ciation is only responsible for sidewalks that border
common grounds, and Newtown Township has no
responsibility for maintenance of sidewalks within
our community. Homeowners are responsible for
not only sidewalks but for curbs and the cement
shoulder which meets the asphalt of the street. We
also remind residents to clear leaves and debris out
of the storm water drains that border their property,
trim branches overhanging sidewalks, and please
don’t deposit your trash on the streets. Your contin-
ued support in cleaning up after your pets is greatly
appreciated as well as maintaining the general ap-
pearance of our community. Thank you!

Selling your Home?
Newtown Crossing is considered a
planned unit development or a
APUD”. When selling your home,
state regulation requires that “PUD” homeowners
must furnish a 5407 Resale Package to the buyer
prior to settlement. The 5407 Resale Package
includes the 5407 form, a copy of the By-Laws
and Regulations, most recent financial information
and information relative to insurance coverage on
the common grounds.
